Shares Her 
Son’s Story
One of our patients would 

like to share her 
experience with you:

 Our son Scott fi nished fi rst grade as an Honor               
Student. He enjoyed school and we looked forward to 
the following year. However, second grade began with 
30 minute homework assignments which took Scott two 
agonizing hours to complete. He would yawn, complain of 
headaches and of being tired (although he had adequate 
sleep), and would frequently rub his tearing eyes.    Any 
assignment that required handwriting was a bear. 
 We started a phonics program at home and added 
tutoring with his 2nd grade teacher, but Scott contin-
ued to read slowly, even though he had a good grasp of                
phonics. He would re-read words or lines, substitute and 
skip words, and fail to recognize the same word in the next 
sentence or just learned in spelling. He still had headaches 
and was now having nausea and vomiting at school. 
Needless to say, his grades were dropping. 
 The worst was Scott’s increased insecurity and             
lowered self-esteem. He began to feel that he was stupid. 
All of this was perplexing because outside of the classroom 
he had an excellent vocabulary and was very articulate. He 
was able to learn easily by listening, and he “read” many 
audio books. 
 All of this changed when we found out about vision 
therapy! 
 After completing vision therapy, Scott has improved in 
all areas! He now doesn’t mind being asked to read. He is 
more relaxed and makes fewer errors. His headaches are 
rare, and, at 9 1⁄2 years old, taught himself to ride a bike 
in one day! (This would have been impossible before!) 
He also now enjoys sketching and is taking art classes.          
Perhaps best of all, Scott’s self-esteem has been restored. 
 Through vision therapy, we learned that Scott thought 
everyone saw the world as he did, and therefore didn’t         
really know anything was wrong. His reading teachers 
were unaware of vision therapy. We are very happy and 
relieved to have found out about it ourselves, and so is 
Scott! If you recognize these symptoms in your child, you 
should have him/her tested as soon as possible so that 
your child’s academic success and self-esteem can thrive.
